1) Apologies for Absence: Cllr Clulow, Cllr Biddulph, Cllr Cowles.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Cllr Spooner left the meeting at 19.55 and Cllr Walker left at 20.46

2) Declaration of interests: Cllr Porter – Police/NHS/Village Hall. Cllr Walker – Village Hall.

3) Chairmans Remarks: Cllr Sillitoe welcomed all to the meeting.

4) Tribute to Dennis Boulton: Cllr Sillitoe read out a tribute to Dennis. Flowers have been taken to the family and a card with collated messages of condolences from councillors. 

5) Co-option: There was a vote to co-opt three new Councillors to the Parish, with the highest proportion of votes. The new Councillors are Mike Houston Smith, Megan Pugh and Suzanne Richards. 

6) Public Forum: PCSO Hargreaves report – There have been eight antisocial behaviour reports for March 2025, two relating to Station Road. No reorts from the public regarding this. 

Mr G Smith presented a letter to Cllr Sillitoe to read and provided photographic evidence regarding an appeal against planning application - Ref SMD/2025/0116. Cllr Sillitoe will look into this further with Cllr Clulow. 

7) Minutes of the meeting held on 11th March 2025: All in favour of the minutes to be a true record. 

8) Matters arising from the meeting on 11th March 2025 not on the agenda: None 

9) Grounds and Amenities: 
a) Playground closing times – The closing time is 19:00h, as this area is designed for ages 12 and under. There has been an issue on the playground with a broken swing and another one damaged. 
b) Playground report – The equipment is no longer under warranty, any repairs must be paid in full.
c) The Lengthsman’s team is addressing the minor maintenance issues in the recent report.

10) Antisocial Behavior meeting at EHS:
Cllr Porter attended the meeting with Cllr Sillitoe and reported that it was a useful meeting with the school, the Police and a representative from Station Road residents. 
It was noted that a minority of young people were riding bikes with no helmets, no lights and riding dangerously, particularly on Station Rd and A53. Police are keen for the local residents to report any issues. It was concluded that provision is needed for the younger people to use their bikes. A pump track was suggested but a large space is needed to facilitate this.  
Cllr Porter will get some more information regarding pump tracks, sizes, costs etc. Cllr Sillitoe assured the Council that Hillswood Park was not under consideration for a pump track as residents had strongly voiced their objection to this. She will inform the group when the next meeting takes place. 

11)  VE Day plans: 
a) Lantern making – Endon Girl Guides, Rainbows and Brownies will be making peace lanterns. 
b) Programme so far – 8th May 2025 at 9:30am, the flag will be raised. 
Year groups from our two primary schools will be singing, and The Village Hall will be provide refreshments. Caribbean food will be served during the evening, provided by the charity called Cultural Zebra. Local bands and singing groups will be performing. Endon Scouts will be managing the beacon which will be lit at 9.30pm by the Deputy Lieutenant of Staffordshire. 

12)  Lawn Cemetery:
a) Update – Cllr Clulow is waiting on the ecologist’s report regarding habitats and biodiversity net gain. 
b) Management – Cllr Sillitoe has paid and signed the invoice for the Parish Council bin to be emptied but this hasn’t yet been done. She will look into this further. 
John Bourne Cemetery Recorder for Brown Edge has kindly offered to help Cllr Sillitoe with managing the cemetery. 

13) Cllr Flunder report on Endon issues: 
· Local Elections are coming up, please remember to take I.D with you. 
· Health Campaign has been running in Leek, with a Cancer bus that was well attended. Covid vaccines are been offered at Leek Fire Station. 
· HAV programme is running over half term for children. 
· Health app has been updated to help with children’s mental health.
· New spring events at Trentham Gardens and Walking festivals in The Moorlands. 
· Community Speed Watch will be holding some training dates.
· Highways will be producing monthly sheets or upcoming road closures/repairs. Extra funding has also been granted. 

14) Flood Action Group: 
a) J Sambrook resignation – Cllrs to decide if they would like this group to be part of the Parish Council. 
b) FAIR site walk – Cllr Sillitoe agreed flooding is an issue, but will find out what is needed and costings involved to clear a section of the brook from Dale’s Bridge to Park Lane. 

15)  Finance: There is currently no Financial Officer at Endon Parish Council. Denise Wheat, Leek Town Clerk, has offered help and support.
