Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held at Endon Methodist Church 
on Tuesday 14 th May 2024 at 7.15pm.

Appointment of Chairman for the Ensuing Year
The current Chairman left the room.
Proposed ED Sec CJ and agreed unanimously that Cllr Suzanne Sillitoe be re-elected as chairman of the Parish Council
 
Appointment of Vice Chairman for the Ensuing Year
The current Vice Chairman left the room.
Proposed by SS that Cllr Christina Jebb be appointed as Vice Chairman. Agreed unanimously. 

Declarations of Interest:  JP: Police and NHS. CJ re item 17 on agenda

Chairman's remarks
The Chairman asked for help in finding a Judge for the “Scarecrow” competition.  She had no additional points to add to her report given previously at the AGM.

Public Forum 
Standing Orders were suspended.
Mr Smith asked if the Parish Council had sent in a written objection to the Clay Lake development.  SS replied no, but it would be done before the deadline.
Resident raised the issue of dog fouling which he believed was an increasing problem.  J Sil. Had spoken to the Lengthsman who confirmed that the problem was increasing.  Photographs were shown of people taking their dogs onto Hillswood Playing Fields and in some cases letting them loose, although there was a large sign on the gate stating ”Dogs Prohibited”. A summary of the worst areas would be produced. Extra signs have been put up recently and more would be added. 
Mrs Wilton asked about the use of microphones.  The Clerk apologised saying that the system we have is quite complicated and would need time to set up for every meeting.  It will be reviewed. 
Sam Jones, The Plough manageress, stated that there had been meeting re improving the Plough and asked for the Council’s comments.  SS said that there had been several meetings with Area Manager, Nick Moore, Ms Jones and Cllr J Sil. over a two-year period. SS said that the Parish Council were primarily interested in the mural which was done by Herbert Foster, a renowned artist,   as its current state was poor. J Sil reported that several meetings had taken place and they were positive. SS said that contact had been made with Moorlands Partnership and feedback was positive concerning the mural.

Minutes of the meeting held on 9th April 2024
The minutes were agreed unanimously.

Matters arising from the 9th April 2024 meeting not on the agenda.
SS mentioned signs on the road that needed cleaning.  This would be done by the Lengthsman
ED mentioned the “Accident Book”, Clerk will organise this.



Clay Lake Planning Proposal
SS told the meeting that she had been given a 3-minute slot at the Planning Meeting to outline the Parish Councils objections.  There were further discussions about the damage that would be caused by this development if it was agreed. It was agreed that HC should summarise the Council’s objections, covering road safety, ecology(wildlife), drainage etc. and this be forwarded to the Planning Department. 

Highway Issues
SS reported several potholes near the Post Office at Stockton Brook.

Cllr Flunder
 KF said that there had been meeting with schools regarding on the development of the road safety issues on the A53. It could be two years before conclusions are pulled together. There are up to nine options, but it would need a public consultation and we are not at that stage yet. Further meetings will be arranged in the near future with the Parish Council on these issues.  Holehouse Lane has now been completed. 
There is a Green Space promotion and a new Diagnostic Centre to be built in Hanley. 
SS reported that there has been some work done on the layby by the adjacent landowner at the Endon Grill. She had been in contact with the Secretary of the Tennis Club who had sent an agreement for the PC to apply for funding to improve the car park which could be used by the Village Hall and Methodist Church for convenient overspill car parking. 
SS reported that the Flood Action Group was pressing to include Station Road in the Flood Prevention plans as historically it has been affected by serious flooding. 
The Plough
It was thought that the problem with parents parking on the Plough had been resolved. SS suspended Standing Orders and asked the Manageress who confirmed that this was the case. 
J Sil reported that he had met the area manager and manager Feb 2022, Jan 2023 and 9th May 2024. There had been a discussion on general repairs, decorating and the mural.  Money has now been allocated for repairs and redecoration of the building. A survey of the mural had been carried out with a quote for £20 000 to restore and repair the mural. The PC would now pursue a grant for the mural repairs through the Moorlands Partnership Board on behalf of M&B.
Grounds and Amenities
a) Vandalism Bridge 27
SS updated the meeting.  The camera had been agreed and the cost will be met by the Canal and River Trust. She had been informed that a new, more substantial, barrier would be installed on the bridge this month. 
b) Lawn Cemetery – HC had obtained one quote to do a survey and was waiting for a second.  The first was for £425.  It was agreed that HC could authorise this spend so that the work could be completed. 
c) Meeting with Local Polce Team on May 7th was very positive with the Police reporting that they were working on the problem with bikers on Station Road and had been involved in conversations with parents. Endon High School has provided an office for the Police and this is proving very useful in connecting with young people. They emphasised that the public must report incidents directly to the Police so that they can be followed up. 
d) The Lengthsman asked if he could continue to lock the Station Road Playing Field gates at 19.30.  He believed that this would help reduce any antisocial behaviour. 
e) Station Tea Room-SS reported that the painting etc was almost competed and she would arrange a reopening ceremony. 
f) D-Day- SS applied for a grant of £435 so that items could be purchased for this event.  All three schools are involved and there would be music and refreshments available.
